St. John’s Academy is a tutoring program designed for middle and high-school 
newcomer and at-risk youth in the South Riverdale community of Toronto, funded 
primarily through World Vision’s Partners to End Child Poverty program. Approximately 
one quarter of the residents of the South Riverdale community live in poverty. Many are 
newcomers to Canada with dreams of attaining a good education for their children. 
However, with decreased resources at school and parents who are unable to speak 
English, academic support for these students is limited.  
 
The goal of St. John’s Academy is to increase the students’ academic performance by 
equipping them with the skills and confidence they need to become successful and 
independent learners. This will be achieved by addressing skill gaps evident in English 
and Math. Tutors ideally will work with two students at a time facilitating learning via 
prescribed materials prepared in advance by the Program Director. Educational games 
and healthy snacks will be a part of the program also.  
 
We have enclosed the Volunteer Tutor Application outlining details regarding the time 
commitments involved so you are better able to coordinate your availability. Please 
return this as soon as possible so we may begin the approval process.
